Public Forum
 

Deputy Supervisor Mullarkey opened the public forum by asking the Board if they had anything they wished to say.  
Two residents from the Reserve asked when their roads, Molly Pitcher Drive and part of Independence Drive,  were going to be taken over by the Town as most of the other roads in the development have already become town roads.  Their road is not snowplowed by the town and the school bus company will not drive to the top of Independence Drive or Molly Pitcher Drive until they are dedicated.  They said there is a dangerous situation every day at the intersection of Bethlehem Road and Independence Drive where there are at least thirty children at one stop waiting to get on their buses. Cars are parked all over, cars are trying to get through  and coming too close to the stopped buses.   The Police Department has said they cannot enforce traffic regulations on a private road.  They did have a police car sitting there for a week, but whenever there is a police car in sight, people are more careful. The resident said that he was told the roads would be released once the last house was sold, and the last houses on Molly Pitcher  and Independence were sold some time ago.  
Highway Superintendent Fayo said that the roads need a topcoat and there is still a construction trailer located there, but he will look into it. 

A resident of Butterhill said that he was glad to see that last month the Town finally put motions and things from the Town Board meetings on their website.  He asked if Kiryas Joel would be tapping into our water supply.  Engineer McGoey said that the Town has a large tap into the Catskill Aqueduct and we will be sharing that tap with Kiryas Joel, but they will not have access to our finished water.
Bob Kopman said he was sorry he missed the hearing on his property but he does not oppose the tearing down of the structure at 345 Butternut Drive.  He said that taxes and mortgage payments are accruing every month on the house and he is not receiving any income to pay for them.  He would like to get his equity out of the house and be done with it and he would like to see the situation resolved with SEMO and FEMA.  Engineer McGoey said that he and the Town Attorney have been meeting regularly with FEMA and the Town is taking a two-pronged approach to this situation.  We are trying to get FEMA to fund the demolition of the house and the other approach is to have the Department of Agriculture look at the bank stabilization which will benefit all the houses in that area and allow the Town to reconstruct Butternut Drive.  
Barney Bedetti wanted to know when we would be getting a status report on the water project  at Plum Point and at the St. Anne Well.  Engineer McGoey said that Plum Point is a promising source of safe water, testing is still being done and he can’t say how long that will take to determine the quantity and purity of that water.  As to the St. Anne Well, they are rehabbing the existing well and then pump testing it.  During the pump test, capacity was doubled and they actually had to increase the horsepower that was going to the pump to handle the extra volume.
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, the Deputy Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
