Public Forum
 

Supervisor Green opened the public forum by thanking everyone for all of the get well wishes he received while he was out.  He thanked the department heads, the staff, Councilwoman Pat Mullarkey and his secretary, Arlene Randall, for the wonderful job they all did.  He also thanked everyone in the audience for all their cards and good wishes.
A resident asked when Forge Hill Road and Butternut Drive would be finished.  Supervisor Green said that Forge Hill Road is a county road, and he just had a meeting with the DPW commissioner and things are moving forward.  On Butternut Drive and Moodna Creek, surveys have just been authorized and we are moving forward as quickly as possible.  

The resident spoke about the traffic situation pulling out from Butterhill onto Route 94.  Supervisor Green said he has called about a traffic light at least three times and the DOT had promised to send an engineer to do a traffic survey but no communication has been received from them yet.
A resident thanked the Police Department for taking care of the situation with kids hanging out and partying all night in the area behind Hudson Drive.  He said evidence of drinking and drug use were found back there.  Now the kids are starting to hang out there again and he would appreciate the Police Department keeping an eye on the situation.
A resident of the Reserve asked what the status was of the dedication of some roads which were mentioned at the last Town Board meeting by several of his neighbors.  Supervisor Green said he had driven through the Reserve today and a lot of the roads still need a topcoat on them before they can be accepted.  He said that not all the roads would be dedicated in the future but Independence and Molly Pitcher Drive should be and the Highway Superintendent would be speaking to Marvin about getting it done in a timely manner.
A resident asked about a house in Butterhill which has been vacant for the past five or six years and if there was some way the Town could have the house demolished.  Supervisor Green said that the Town mows the lawn and bills the owner but it is a very difficult and costly process to demolish a house.
Someone asked if a newspaper article that he read was correct when it mentioned that Orange County might be getting $7,000,000 more towards storm cleanup.  Supervisor Green said they have applied for funds but have not heard anything yet.  Supervisor Green said that the money would not go very far because of all the devastation.  Someone said he heard on the radio that Putnam and Westchester Counties were getting $7,000,000. and Orange County wasn’t getting anything.  Supervisor Green said that if you remember right after Irene, when the disaster was originally declared, Orange County was left out of the first funding.   Someone else asked who doles out this grant money and Supervisor Green said he thinks it is SEMO through FEMA.  Our engineer has made application for all available funding.
Tony D’Angelo:  I just spoke to someone from CSX Railroad and asked him to come for a ride and look at the railroad tracks which he would not do.  The man from CSX said they have only ever had one complaint from New Windsor.  
Town Attorney Blythe:  I have their attorney’s phone number on speed dial because I call them so often.
Mary DeCunzo:  I spoke to Nancy Calhoun’s’ office and they told me that Orange County is eligible for funding.  
Supervisor Green:  We were not included in the original funding, but we were added several weeks later.

Kathy Braun:  I wrote to a number of representatives about the Butterhill situation and Governor Cuomo and Congresswoman Hayworth both responded, but neither was helpful. 
Supervisor Green:  We are doing very well with the FEMA representatives, they are very cooperative with us.
Leo Braun:  About ten years ago during a storm, a tree came down in my yard and within seventy two hours FEMA was there and told me to submit a bill for repair.  I can’t believe that my problem was taken care of in a manner of days and it has been more than six months and the Town is still waiting.  
Supervisor Green:  You have to understand you are dealing with two separate entities; one deals with individuals and the other with municipalities.

Bert Merolle:  First off, glad you’re back.  May I approach for a minute?  This has to do with Windsor Crest.  Basically the property has now become a major dump, I have pictures there to show truckloads of material that are being brought in and it is basically landscaping material and it is all over the property now.  They are just dumping wherever they feel like dumping.  Last week they brought in truckloads of boulders, rocks and they came in with a machine, I don’t know who did it, I didn’t see it, they came in with a machine and they built a wall between Patriot Ridge and Windsor Crest.  They just dumped the stuff, these are large boulders, very, very dangerous.  Kids are climbing on them, as you know kids will do that and someone is going to get hurt there.  There is nobody controlling anything, the people who own that property are not developers, they are real estate investors, they could care less about anybody in New Windsor, all they are interested in is the money that they are making from their investments.  It is wrong, somebody complained about five hens and those five hens are gone.  One person complained, those hens are gone.  We have rodents, we have erosion control, we have weeds, we have construction debris and I can’t get anything done.  I don’t understand it.   I may be upset about it because I pay taxes, we all pay taxes and we have to live – look at this property, it is disgusting and I would like to know why we can’t get anything done, we can get rid of five hens, no problem but we can’t get rid of this problem.  I have pictures there, you know I am not bsing, it’s there.  Thank you.  
Supervisor Green:  I will quickly answer one question, it’s that your homeowner’s association doesn’t necessarily agree…

Bert Merolle:  The homeowner’s association is a personal friend and probably a business associate of the people who own that property and the people of Windsor Crest do not know what’s going on there and I wrote you a letter, a note and I asked you to comment.
Supervisor Green:  Bert, I am going to tell you this…

Bert Merolle:  Excuse me sir.  

Supervisor Green:  No, you excuse me, I run this meeting, sit down, you are out of order.

Bert Merolle:  I am out of order, you’re right.  I asked you to comment on how you’re negotiating with the original developer who’s been dead for sixteen years, but this president tells everybody that you and your staff are working hard to get that man to come back and he’s been dead for sixteen years and you never responded to that letter.  
Supervisor Green:  Thank you Bert.  Anyone else?

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, the Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
