Public Forum
 
Supervisor Green opened the public forum by asking the Board if they had anything they wished to say.  

A resident submitted signed petitions requesting a traffic light at the intersection of Caesar’s Lane and Route 94.  He said he had about 500 signatures and he has more coming in.  The Supervisor told him to hand any more signed petitions into the Town Clerk.  The resident asked about the progress on Butternut Drive.  Supervisor Green said they are making a lot of progress, he had a meeting with FEMA which will generate a project work order which will then be sent to the Department of Agriculture.  FEMA is making a demarcation line to show their responsibility and the responsibility of the Department of Agriculture.  Dick McGoey will generate a cost amount,  a damage survey report will be drawn up, and when that is completed, a project agreement with the Town will be done.  FEMA will only be doing the public property portion.  The resident said he heard that the bridge has been approved.  Supervisor Green said some portions of the work needing to be done have been approved.  
Leo Braun read in the paper that the county road and bridge were approved.  Supervisor Green said there was no approval as far as he knows, he said he put in a call to the Orange County DPW and they didn’t know where it was at this point, but the person he spoke to said it would be a least a couple of years.
A resident asked if a yellow traffic line could be painted onto Route 94 from Caesar’s Lane to Forge Hill Road.  Superintendent Fayo said he had put a request into the DOT but has not received an answer from them yet.
A resident of the Reserve asked about the progress of the roads in his development.  Supervisor Green said he met with the developer today and he said that Independence Drive should be completed by this winter, and the repairs on Molly Pritchard Drive will also be starting to be completed in the spring.

Another Reserve resident said his road, Betsy Ross Ridge, has not been built yet and he feels that six years is long enough to wait for a road to be built.  Supervisor Green said there are still buildable lots on that road and until they have finished with their construction plans for that area, the Town cannot take over the roads because they won’t take a road that will be damaged by construction vehicles traveling over them.

Legislator Chris Eachus said that concerning Forge Hill Road, the state has given permission to hire a consultant who will do the initial planning after which the plan will go back to the state for approval.  Supervisor Green said that he has spoken with the commissioner and was told that they were hoping to fast track this matter which would hopefully be completed within two years.

Someone asked about placing a stop sign at the intersection of Butterhill and Butternut Drives and Supervisor Green said that Lieutenant Faricellia would look into the matter and make a recommendation.

Bob Kopman asked for an update on the Butternut Drive situation with NYS and SEMO.  Supervisor Green said they had a meeting with SEMO and FEMA last week, and things are moving in the right direction.  On Butternut Drive the design has to be done, the preliminary engineering has been done, the cuts and fills are done , and the borings, and we are moving forward.  
Jean Antonelli asked about the solicitor’s permit which was just approved.  Supervisor Green said they are an organization for disadvantaged youth from New York City.  The permit is going to be for one day only, but the exact date has not been set yet.
Bert Merolli: Certain statements were made last month which caught mr off guard and which I admitt were correct, I am a delusional person.  I checked it out with several people and one of the editors from the Times Herald said to me “Bert, you are living in the past, you are living in a time when you put people in office whether it be village, town, city, county, state, national, you put them in office expecting them to be working for you.  That is not what’s happening today.  …”  This kind of hit me very hard, so he said you have two choices - one you accept what I am saying to you as a fact and that’s the end of it or you get out and do something.  I decided to go out and do something.  My family wants to thank you also because  I have joined a gym, I have a personal trainer, I went to the doctor’s to make myself pretty much back into shape like I was many years ago so I can go out and find out from the people if this is the kind of government they want.  I just found it very hard to accept that we, the voting people, put you in office, but as the man said, and his words were very simple.  He said you have to understand you have the wealthy, well-connected, non residents who get more priority than you, the resident that pays.  Now I’m hoping that’s wrong but …..  I appreciate what you said, you woke me up and I thank you for that. 
Barney Bedetti asked a question about the water conservation local law.  He asked where the most over consumption occurs, with the residents or with the commercial side.  Supervisor Green said the new local law will address that, but most of the consumption is from backwashing filters and our old meters.  
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, the Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
