Whereas, the water sales which exceed the allowance quantities are expected to increase from $4,237.97 per million gallons to $4,532.09 per million gallons; and
Whereas, the current water consumption rate for the Town of New Windsor is $4.81 per 100 cubic feet or $6.43 per 1000 gallons; and
Whereas, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has determined that it is necessary to increase the water consumption rate charged to residents of the Town of New Windsor in order to maintain the financial integrity of the Consolidated Water District and the individual water districts;

Motion by Councilwoman Biasotti, seconded by Councilman Lundstrom that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt a Resolution in opposition to the new wetland maps promulgated by the New York State Department of Conservation.

Whereas, as part of a statewide effort to update its wetland maps and extend its jurisdiction, the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) is finalizing new wetland maps for all of Orange County, and portions of Ulster and Sullivan Counties; and

Whereas, the new maps will increase the size of DEC’s regulated wetlands in Orange County by an additional 16,000 acres, and in Ulster County by 4,000 acres. DEC has stated that the new maps will have at least a 50% increase in wetlands under the DEC’s jurisdiction; and

Whereas, this amount does not include the acreage constrained by the 100-foot regulated buffer.  The addition of the buffer acreage will significantly increase the amount of land subject to DEC jurisdiction; and

Whereas, the majority of these wetland areas are already regulated and protected by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACOE); and

Whereas, by law, the DEC can only impose a 100-foot buffer around wetlands that are 12.4 acres in size or larger, unless the DEC deems the wetland to be a resource of unusual local importance; and

Whereas, the new maps increase DEC’s jurisdiction by including wetlands that are already regulated by the USACOE; and

Whereas, the new maps will affect businesses, landowners and municipalities alike; and

Whereas, upon publication, the new DEC maps will likely be extremely controversial, costly and detrimental to the economic recovery in Orange County; and

Whereas, there is a better way for New York to protect its valuable wetland resources without unduly burdening economic development.   New York could assume the Section 404 Permit Program from the USACOE, as fourteen other states have already done.  The wetlands that DEC wishes to regulate are already regulated by the USACOE, and anyone proposing to disturb them must apply to both the USACOE and the DEC.  This process is not only duplicative and time-consuming, it can also result in conflicting requirements imposed by either agency; and

Whereas, there would be several benefits should New York assume the 404 Permit Program, including: 
· The maps would no longer be needed, as the 404 Permit Program regulates wetlands based on actual field conditions -- not on maps that are prone to inaccuracies and staleness over time.

· Although New York would not need to spend the time, effort and money on maintaining maps, the wetlands would still be protected through the existing USACOE permit process, which would be taken over by the DEC.

· Applicants would only need to apply to the DEC – not both the DEC and the USACOE; and

Whereas, this is a matter of significant concern to the Town of New Windsor and its residents;

Now, Therefore, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor does hereby express its unanimous opposition to the new DEC maps and urges, instead, that New York assume the Federal 404 Program, and further directs that a copy of this resolution be transmitted to Governor Andrew M. Cuomo for his consideration.

Public Forum
 
Supervisor Green opened the public forum by asking the Board if they had anything they wished to say.  

A resident asked for an update on the repair of Butternut Drive and Forge Hill Road.  Supervisor Green said that surveys have been done, work orders done and now it is just a matter of waiting to hear from FEMA.  The resident said he had spoken to Chris Eachus about Forge Hill Road and was told that the matter would be referred to a Planning Board in Albany and from there to Washington D.C.  Mr. Eachus said if he had more information, he could start the process for an Albany hearing.  The resident also spoke about the traffic situation coming from Butterhill Drive onto Route 94.  Supervisor Green said there still has been no response from the DOT about an emergency traffic light.  Supervisor Green suggested that the residents do a petition for emergency traffic control which he would forward to the DOT and other elected representatives in Albany.  He said that Mr. Blythe could help with drawing up the petition.
Another resident said he keeps reading in the newspapers about bridges being repaired all over the state and wanted to know why New Windsor is the last town to get any bridge repair work done.  Supervisor Green suggested attending a legislative meeting or calling the county executive’s office and asking why a bridge over a county road still is not repaired.  Another resident said he found out that every bridge in New York State that was damaged by Hurricane Irene is either being repaired now or has been repaired already except for the bridge on Forge Hill Road.  
James Skoufis, a member of the Woodbury Town Board, said Woodbury has been fighting with the DOT about timing on traffic lights at Woodbury Commons for years with little result.  He also said he is running for a NYS Assembly seat and wanted to introduce himself to the board and the residents.

A resident from the Reserve said he has lived on Colonist Trail for four years and they pay for services which they do not receive because the roads still are not town roads.  Supervisor Green said he knows that some of the roads in that development are awful, but they cannot be dedicated to the town without being top coated.  Supervisor Fayo said he called Marvin and has not heard back from him.  A resident from Independence Drive said he has lived there for seven years and the only area of his road that is undeveloped is a small piece where the developer’s trailer is located.  He wanted to know if there was anything the Town could do to push the developer.  Supervisor Green said we could threaten to take their bonds and do the work on the roads ourselves. He said he would pursue it as seven years is too long to wait for a subdivision road to be dedicated.
Bert Merolle asked if there was an update on the major water problem at Windsor Crest.  He said water is pouring into the storm drain on Highwood Drive. He said some people from the town went up there but could not find a leak anywhere but nothing has happened since then.  He  said thousands of gallons of water is pouring into that storm drain every day.   

Supervisor Green said he has a report that says they couldn’t find it.  Bert Merolle said it is coming out in the storm drain on Highwood Drive on top of the hill, if you stand there and you look down it is clean water and it is pouring in by the thousands of gallons every single day.  

He said there has got to be a pipe that burst somewhere, even the people from the town said there is a problem, a line has burst.  Supervisor Green said they never said any such thing, he has every single report here and every single report said that the water is only stormwater and it is draining off into the storm drains just like it is supposed to.  Mr. Merolle said the man said they are trying to find the break in the line, that’s what the man said.  Supervisor Green said I have every single report, every single complaint that you put forward, not one of them has been founded.  

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, the Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
