Whereas, a major subdivision commonly known as Sandcastle Homes was approved by Town of  New Windsor Planning Board (PB# 03-37) and the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor at its regular meeting on August 4, 2004, authorized the acceptance of a public improvement bond in the amount of $221,321.75 as recommended by the Town Engineer; and

Whereas, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor at its regular meeting on December 6, 2006 authorized the reduction of said public improvement bond fro $221,321.75 to $43,865.50 also on recommendation of the Town Engineer; and

Whereas, these funds are currently being held in cash by the Town Comptroller; and

Whereas, the construction of this major subdivision is a partially completed; and

Whereas, the roadway servicing this subdivision commonly known as Suburban Court is only partially completed; and

Whereas, no significant activity has take place in or about Sandcastle now commonly known as Forum New Windsor, LLC in approximately two years and Suburban Court remains unfinished; and 

Whereas, the Town Engineer of the Town of New Windsor, in a report dated July 6, 2012 has determined that the cost to complete the public improvement listed in the original and reduced performance bond exceeds the value of said bond; and 

Whereas, Section 257-15(D) of the Town Code of the Town of New Windsor authorizes the Planning Board to execute a security agreement or performance bond for a maximum term of three (3) years; and

Whereas, the Planning Board has not authorized any extension of the Sandcastle performance bond; and

Whereas, the present bond was originally posted on December 6, 2006 and more than three years has elapsed since the terms of the agreement were modified; and

Whereas, the Town of New Windsor has received an Irrevocable Offer of Dedication of the Town of New Windsor tax parcel section 46, block 2, lot 67, commonly known as Suburban Court; and 

Whereas, New York State Town Law Section 277 (9)(e) and Town of New Windsor Town Code Section 257-15(D) authorize the Town to declare the security agreement in default and collect the sums remaining payable thereunder.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved By The Town Board Of The Town Of New Windsor That:
