WHEREAS, Mt. Airy Estates (a/k/a The Reserve) has requested that Town of New Windsor accept dedication of all public improvements within the roadway commonly known as Independence Drive located in Phases V & VI of the subdivision; and

WHEREAS, the Town has previously accepted dedication of said roadway or portions thereof at the regular meetings of the Town Board on September 7, 2005, December 1, 2010 and October 3, 2012; and
